Another way to celebrate the witches' night on May 1st is to light a bonfire, or Maifeuer, and jump 

over it, though in some regions this isn't always connected to magical sorceresses. 

Other regions like Brandenburg light stick wooden figures of witches on fire to ward off any evil­

doers.
